ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to survey the guidelines for preventing drug addiction of
students at Chiang Mai School of Technology, Chiang Mai Province. Data were collected from
students, instructors and school administrators, a total of 162 subjects. The study tools used in this
study were a questionnaire and an interview forms. Data were analyzed by using percentage,
frequency, mean and standard deviation. The results were presented in descriptive form.,

The results of this study were as follows:

1. The state and problem of drug addiction were found in male industrial students, studying
at vocational certificate level, and living in private dormitory. They started using drug while they
were attending lower secondary school level. The reason they used drug was that they wanted to
try. The drug type they used was “Methamphetamine”. The highest dosage was 10 tablets per day.
In addition, the average dosage was 2 tablets per day per person. The method of dosage was that
they inhaled drug smoke through mouth. The activities the school provided for preventing drug
addiction were that a homeroom activity was conducted in class; information and a lecture about
drug were provided; fitness activity and being a good model were induced to students. Moreover,
the activities of drug prevention campaign, students’ ideology inspiration, and leisure time spending

were held. In addition, school policy and plan for preventing drug addiction were set up.



2. The need for personnel development to prevent drug addiction: Instructors needed to
develop their skills and knowledge in all aspects by conducting 1 or 2 days workshop and going
field trip during school vacation.

3. As for guidelines for preventing drug addiction of students: The guidelines would

concern with school activity, policy and personnel development for preventing drug addiction.
