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Abstract

This study was to examine the factors related to moral quotients of lower secondary

school students, Wattanothai Payap School, Chiang Mai. The sample comprised 180 students

who were enrolled in 2™ semester of the 2002 academic year. Instrument was M.Q. scale

developed by Thavorn Ramyothin which coverd 4 aspects : knowledge, attitude, reasoning and

practice. Statistics used was multiple regression.

It was found that the factors relating to M.Q. in general were academic achievemnent and

father’s education. Academic achievement negatively related to M.Q. while father’s education

related positively to M.Q. Other factors : gender , mother’s education , parents occupation and

family condition, did not relate to M.Q..
