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Abstract

The research was to study problems conceming guidance service provision of
advisor teachers at Srithana Commercial Technology College Chiang Mai. The bopulation
of the study was comprised of 79 advisor teachers who were on duty in the second
semester of 2003 academic year from which a sample of 66 subjects were drawn at 95%
level of confidence. A rating scale questionnaire was used to collect the data and had
Cronbach’ s Alpha Coefficent of 0.93. Frequency distribution, percentage, mean, and
standard deviation were used for statistical analysis.

The findings are as follows :

The advisor teachers had problemsin all five aspects at moderate level with
highest scores in follow —up services. It was found that the advisor teachers had
problems of having too many teaching hours, lacking knowledge and understanding to

provide guidance to students, and there were too many extra curriculum activities.
