Abstract

The purpose of this research was to analyzed the path of relationship between factors
and research conducting of primary school teachers who working in Chiang Rai province.
Samples were 212 teachers under rank 3 and the rank 2 teachers who already handed in the
academic materials for the ranking promotion to be teacher rank 3 year 2002. All of them were
teachers from Chiang Rai Provincial office of Primary Education under the Ministry of
Education. They were selected by simple random sampling technique. The independent variables
were divided into three groups. The first group was the basical elements in research production
variable which consisted of knowledge, time, research aids , organizational support and research
grants. The second group was the working motivation variable which consisted of income, the
advance of career, work itself, co-worker and supervisor. The third group was the personality
trait variables which consisted of attitude, achievement motivation, self-esteem, burnout, internal
locus of control and work stress. The dependent variables were the quantity of research
production of primary school teachers. The instruments used for collecting data were two sets of
questionnair and test which analysis by method recursive system path by SPSS for Windows,
LISREL 8.10 program and LISREL 8.51 Student for Windows program. The finding were as
follows :

1. The charecteristics of the path of relationship between factors and research

conducting of primary school teachers, Chiang Rai province were :
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Diagram : The relationship and Path coefficient between factors and research of primary school teachers Chiang Rai province




This diagram can be explained as:

1.1 burnout and knowledge towards research production which shows direct
effect on research production.

1.2 internal locus of control, time, work itself, co-worker and supervisor which
had indirect effect on work stress to burnout towards research production.

1.3 knowledge, work stress, self — esteem and attitude towards research
production which had indirect effect on burnout towards research production.

2. The highest effect on research production was burnout. The next below highest

effect on research production were knowledge, self-esteem, work stress, attitude, internal locus of

control, time, work itself, co-woker and supervisor.
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
