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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to analyze the theme, characters, setting,
and other social/cultural concepts of the children literary work, Charlie and the Chocolate
Factory and 2) to produce the self-study computer program for informal education
learners to develop reading comprehension of English literary works. The subjects were
a literary work, Charlie and the Chocolate Factory written by Roald Dahl and a group of
volunteer including 5 learners, age 14 and above, from both formal and informal
education systems. The research instruments consisted of the literary analytical
framework and the application computer programs used for creating a website and
exercises: Hot Potatoes, Macromedia Dreamweaver MX, and Macromedia Flash MX. The
data were analyzed by interpretative analysis.

The findings showed that 1) Charlie and the Chocolate Factory can be analyzed
in terms of themes, characters, setting and some social/cultural aspects and 2) The self-
study computer program can be developed to assist informal education learners in
reading comprehension of literary work. The program was presented in g website
