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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research were to study the students’ English creative
writing ability while being taught through the Melodic Approach and to study the
students” attitudes towards classroom atmosphere after being taught English creative
writing through the Melodic Approach.  The target group was a class of 15
Matthayom Suksa 4 students who enrolled in English Reading and Writing (Engl 025)
in the first semester of the academic year 2003 at Chiang Mai University
Demonstration School. The research instruments were six creative writing lesson
plans according to the Melodic Approach. The authentic creative writing assessments
were conducted at the end of every lesson plan and the students were asked to fill out
the attitude inventory about classroom atmosphere at the end of the semester to find
the valﬁes of means and percentage.

' The findings were as follows:

1. The English creative writing ability of the students increased through time
and at the end of the semester, the students passed the very good scores at 83.66 out
of 100. __

2. The students’ attitudes towards classroom atmosphere were very positive

after being taught English creative writing through the Melodic Approach.
