Abstract

The purposes of this research were to develop English lessons using task-based learning
activities to promote English speaking ability of adult learners and to compare English speaking
ability of adult learners before and after using task-based learning activities lessons. The target
group was 12 first- year adult learners at Rajabhat Chiang Mai Institute enrolled in the English
Speaking and Listening2 course (EB46 S4 002) during the second semester of the academic year
2003.Three types of instrument were used in this research. The first type used for designing
the _lessons was the needs survey asking adult learners’ need and interests and the proto-syllabus.
The second type used for evaluating the effectiveness of lesson plans comprised the English
lessons evaluation form and the speaking ability evaluation form used after studying each lesson.
The third type used for collecting data was the English speaking ability test which was
implemented before and after using task-based learning activities. The data obtained were
analyzed by using means, standard deviation, and percentage.

The results were as follows:
1. The English lessons using task-based learning activities were very effective.

2. After using task-based learning activities, adult leamers’ speaking ability was increased.
