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ABSTRACT

This thesis was to investigate the process of entering sex service of the students at risk
and to understand the livelihood, and the thoughts of the students who got night job, as well as the
risk of being involved in sex service. The researcher applied the theory of social space to serve as
tframework to understand life maintenance of the students who have to work at night time who
had two different roles: students at day time and worker at night time.

It was found that students working at night time both who had engaged in sex service and
those who were at risk did not decide to sell sex solely because of poverty or the wish to find
money to spend extravagantly and going around having fun. There were some conditions to push
the students into such decision stand. One of them was that the students had been close with those
who had sold sex who persuaded the students to engage in the sex service. The second condition
was about the timing. Students had worked for some time before deciding to sell sex with some
push factors such as having been disappointed with their boyfriend, being close to those who had
done it, having observed their colleagues’ various night working behaviors, getting used to the
scene in which the colleagues being touched sexually, and the students themselves being sexually
advanced, for example. The atmosphere in the workplace, drinking aleohol with the arousing
music, was an important factor as it opened the chance for the students to be sexually assaulted.
Being drunk caused the girls inability to control the situation. Sexual arousal combined with the

customer’s sweet words and handsome offering in return for the sex service made the girls easily



go along. Unlike other job, sex service provided them with easy and quick money. The girls were
also encouraged by the Mama Sung ~— the job foreperson, and their co-workers, leading them to
decide to engage in the sex selling service.

Night working Students had to maintain two ways of life, each on the conscious
responsibility which depended as well on their family child-rearing practice, self~contx‘ol ability,
and the people with whom the students stayed. These students placed their image to fit the space
and time. At day time, they studied at school. They installed their behavior just like any other
students including clothing, or cosmetic use. At night, however, these students constructed their
new image by discarding their student uniform and hid themselves in the looks of night working
