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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study the change of non-agriculture
production in a community, and the factors relating to such a change. Data were collected by
the use of interviews, non-participant observations, and participant observations. The key
informants were the community leaders, both formal and informal, of the Mae Sarieung
Tambol administrative organization, senior people, and the villagers in Jomjang village, Mae
Sarieung district, Mae Hongsorn province. The collected data were examined, then, identified
according to the issues, grouped for further analyses according to the research’s conceptual
framework, and, finally, descriptively presented.

The research results were as follows.

The change was found within the production process. The producers would use
their outer capitals, both monetary and social capitals in their production. The labor had a
tendency of using the employed labors and machines instead of those from the families or
labor exchanges between neighbofs and cousins. The raw materials were mostly imported
from outside the community instead of searching from the natural resources or interchanges
within the local areas. They used money for such exchanges. The production moved from the
native to modern practices with technology acquired from a diversity of methods such as
training, study tours, various media — newspapers, and radio and television programs,
Consequently, the production was developed according to the values and outer conditions
continuously. The marketing system was based on the use of various types of marketing

strategies such as publication and promotion via radio programs, home service, and booth



displaying. The administration was conducted based on benefit sharing and problem solving
with clear agreements among the partners.

The factors relating to the change of non-agriculture production was found that
there were changes in education and leaming of the villagers affecting mostly the changes of
merchandise production and services. They caused other changes in capital, labor, raw
materials, production process, marketing and _administration and management. The other
factor was the economic change. The production system was changed according to the outer
conditions and mechanism, causing the producers to adjust themselves and transform their
simple production to the more sophisticated means with standard, safety, and response to the
modern consumers.

The other changes in culture or beliefs, norms and folkways caused a stoppage of
using family labors, and created a new value of using money for more convenience and
problem solution. The change of non-agriculture production was caused by the community
adjustment in various forms from a problematic agricultural production to the community
business with various forms of learning and outer and internal supports with capitals and
technology. The changes needed knowledge and experiences from the outer and internal
through error and trial methods, then, the learnt lessons would be applied to improve the

problems for further solution.
