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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study of the B.E.2544 basic education
curriculum implementation and to study the school administrators’ and teachers’ problems and
suggestions for the implementation of pilot primary school and pilot-network schools in
Chiang Mai province in the Academic Year B.E.2544. The number of 78 subjects of
population comprised 26 administrators and 52 teachers. The questionnaires were used to
collect the data then analyzed by frequency, percentage, and standard deviation. Those data
were presented through tables and description.

The findings were as follows :

1. The curriculum implementation

Most of the school administrators kept records of information concerning students,
their history, and grade reports. They academic teachers were assigned to have responsibility
for organizing a meeting of all teachers to design the school curriculum in accordance with
the needs of local community. The teachers’ placement was also conducted through an
agreement in the meeting. The teaching materials as well as curriculum documents or

teacher’s manuals were surveyed and procured by the school. The policy of making yearly



instructional plans ahead of time for every teacher and of providing assistance and counseling
for teachers ahead of time before applying in a real situations was also set up. The academic
teachers/academic affair personnel were in charge of following up the results of
implementation.  Teachers were supported to enter seminars or workshops concerning
knowledge and understanding development. Colleagial or internal supervision as well as
quality control system and yearly report to its own related unit of administration were also set
up and open to public.

Teachers gained knowledge on curriculum through self-instruction from curriculum
documents. They prepared yearly instructional plans emphasizing providing learners with
practical activity as well as enclosing moral, ethics and desirable values. The contents were
selected from expected learning outcomes and learning criteria of each grade level. Most
learning materials were selected by learner-centered principle and often provided by teachers
themselves. The measurement and evaluation were aimed at improvement and development
of learners through checking on students’ performance and immediately reported back to them
in order to enhance more learning as well as to correct undesirable behaviors in the following
order. Most of students’ learning achievement by average was at the good level.

2. The problems and obstacles of teachers and administrators

The finding showed that the development of the curriculum was shortage of budgets
in procuring instructional material and equipment, not enough number of teachers, not
having clear specific model of following up curriculum implementation, inadequate
instruments as well as inadequate knowledge and understanding in constructing instruments
used in measurement and evaluation, and lack of information and document sources. The
suggestions included; providing more supporting budgets, organizing enough workshops
on quality development of teachers’ effectiveness, providing a follow-up evaluation of the
curriculum implementation continually, and adjusting and changing supervisory and follow-

up strategy relevant to situations and the same standard.
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
