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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study the family factors affecting drop-out of
private vocational school students in Chiang Mai, and their and social behaviors. The researcher
selected the Chaing Mai Lanna Commercial school to collect data, because there was a high
number of drop-out students. Eight students who used to drop-out more than one time from many
educational institute were selected purposively. Data were collected by the use of in-depth
interviews and non-participant observations. The collected data were checked for their
completion, then, analysed responding to the research’s conceptual framework and presented in a
descriptive form.

8 teenagers in Chiang Mai city, who were facing sexuality problems, composed of 4
females and 4 males, including their parents, cousins, teachers and friends. The collected data
were examined, then, identified according to the issues, grouped for further analyses according to
the research’s conceptual framework, and, finally, descriptively presented.

The research results were as follows.

The family factors affecting the students’ drop-out from the vocational schools mostly
were their unsuccessful learning, family relationship, social and economic situations,, the family
expectation toward the students, their parents’ distrust toward the students, lacking of motivation,
no confidence among their friends and teachers, and lacking of their own confidence.
Consequently, the students lost their own confidence and increased suppression without any need

for success.



The social behaviors found among the student group were such as an imitation of their
friends’ behaviors in staying in dormitories, going out at night, making friends with their
opposite sex, having sex during their studying age leading to unwanted pregnancy, using narcotic
drug, and showing unaccepted social behaviors such as joining motorcycle groups, specific
dressing and using language unique within their groups, making quarrels with the other groups.
Those social behaviors made them drop-out from their schools. Additionally, the researcher
found that the students called attentions from the group outsiders, because no one showed any
interest in their life, even people within their own families. Joining their specific groups became
their need. Those behaviors related to the nurture given to them from the families, socialization
received from their parents, and family problems. Those were such as the rigid or loose control
from their families, which affected negatively toward the teen-age people’s self-determination
and appropriate requirement of some specific models or life styles. The parents and educational
institutes should give a high degree of importance and understanding on such matters, otherwise,

the students would find out the social patterns from the other people.
