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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were aimed to categorize Hang Dong’s District folktales,
Chiang Mai Province in accordance with Stith Thompson’s Patterns and also to analyse their
local wisdoms followed by Local Wisdom Foundation. The field — trip technige was used in
collecting the data. Folktales from 40 infomants in Hang Dong District ,Chiang Mai Province
were recorded, transcribed, and then translated into standard Thai, and then their local wisdoms
was analyzede. The research findings were as follows :

I. Among Hang Dong District’s folktales, Chiang Mai Province the jests were found
the most. The second was the explanatory tales. The third was the ghost tales. The forth were the
sagas and the animal tales. The fifth were the fairy tales and the religious tales.

- 2. Local wisdoms form in the folktales were production and cosumption and

agricutural.
