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ABSTRACT

The result of the study show that mental impact of raped females had psychological
indicator. Post traumatic stress disorder; anxiety, depression isolation, powerlessness,
hopelessness, stigma, victimization, phobia disorder then paranoid, hallucination and Flashback
risk factor to commit suicide.

The multidisciplinary professional
involvement is a vital factor for helping raped females. Given the fact need all-round
rehabilitation; medicine, mentally, legal proceeding. The relationships in the community
were also the supportant and adjustment for raped females and the meant the cultural
factor too. Therefore, any one agency alone could not handle every aspect efficiently
because of some limitation.
