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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this thesis is, firstly , analyzing the structure of
Panyasajataka in Lanna Version , secondly, analyzing the value of tales form this
script and thirdly creating and presenting the outline of teaching methods, Jataka,
for Local Literature Course. There are three results from the analysis ;

1. From studying the structure of tales in Panyasajataka, we found that
they can be classified into two categories . First, those with the structure of pure
Buddhist tales, which are subdivided into two types: one with the presence of the
villain and another without. Second, tales with the similar structure to that of folk
tales. Unlike the first category which contains the very simple structure focusing on
the story about Lord Buddha performing meritorious acts, the second one is more
complicate. Together with the story about Load Buddha performing meritorious acts,
there is another story telling the adventure made by the main protagonist, which
represents the typical structure of folk tales.

2. From analyzing the value of tales in Panyasajataka, in other word, its
concepts appearing in the content, we found that the primeval concepts, Buddhist
concepts and the compaction of these two can be told through the conduct of
characters. The primeval concepts are told through Giants, Spirits and Naka, the
Buddhist concepts through the Bodhisattva and his teachings, the combined concepts
though the confrontation and interaction of different characters from the two concepts.

3. The teaching methods have originated from this research conform to an
objective concerning folk tales, mentioned in the Local Literature course outline. Our
teaching methods aim to introduce students the structure and win concepts of
Jataka tales. Moreover, at the end of the lesson, attached the outline of teaching
methods for students to practice how to adapt the Jataka's structure in writing their
own tales and how to find out the structure of their local folk tales.
