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ABSTRACT

The study on learning process through the educational tour of lower
secondary students employs qualitative research by which the researcher collected
data through the participation in the 8 week activities and the 4 days study trip by car
and train with the 19 target group Mathayom Suksa 3 students in Sri Bua Ban School,
Lamphun Province to Authaya, Pathoomthani, Petchaburi, and Prachuabkhirikhan
Provinces. The instrument used in this study included the questionnaire asking
personal information, knowledge about the provinces, and the tourist sites; students’
learning observing form, researcher’s noting form, form to note the students’ learning
during in the course of traveling, still picture camera, video tape recorder, the
exhibition set by the students after the trip, and interview form.

The findings reveal that the study tour had resulted the following learning
processes:

1. The students were motivated to learn, active in learning, and continuously
learned through the period before, during, and after the trip, in various forms and with
pleasure.

2. The students’ learning process took place through their real experience
from the actual encounter with real environment and was based on learner-centered
learning. The process was facilitated by the teacher who encouraged the students to
learn through studying, information searching, observing, questioning, asking and
answering, note making, associative thinking, analytical thinking, presenting, and
constructing their own knowledge.
