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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the use of cartoon strips to promote critical
thinking on politics for students in grade Level 3 of Lomradwittaya in Thoen District, Lampang
Province. Subjects were 24 students in Mathayomsuksa 1 in the second semester of the academic
year 2004. Research tools used were 1) Four sets of students’ critical thinking work after each
lesson plan that used cartoon strips 2) 160 items pre and post creativity evaluation form
3) 10 items of students’ opinion form towards lesson plans that used cartoon strips and
4) 66 items of test on knowledge and understanding that used cartoon strips. Data were analyzed
by using mean, standard deviation and portrayed in tables with description.

The results were as follows:

1. Students’ critical thinking from drawing picture of politician with details,
conversations in cartoons,and the drawing pictures with conversations were in good level.

The drawing following assigned conversation was in average level. But overall, students’ critical
thinking was in good level.

2. The comparison of students’ critical thinking pre and post study showed that the
mean of critical thinking in fluency after study was 56.00 which was higher than that of before

study which was 45.11; the mean of critical thinking in initiation after study was 46.20 which



was higher than before study which was 36.75; the mean of critical thinking in flexibility after
study was 48.51 which was higher than before study which was 37.54. Overall view, the mean of
students’ critical thinking after study was 50.24 which was higher than before study which was
39.20. Therefore, students’ critical thinking had developed after using cartoon strips.

3. From students’ opinions on every lesson plan using cartoon strips, it showed that
the mean of students’ opinions was in a high level (4.07).

4. From students’ knowledge and understanding on using cartoon strips on politics,
it showed that after study revealed the mean of 7.45 which was higher than before study which
was only 5.45. So students’ knowledge and understanding on using cartoon strips on politics

reached the teacher’s expectation and satisfaction.
