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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the emotional quotient of students in
Pratom.5 and to examine the relationship between each factor and the students’ emotional
quotient in order to identify the appropriate factors for predicting the students’ emotional and the
formulation of equations for predicting the students’ emotional quotient. The sample group in this
study was the students in Pratom.5 in the academic year 2005 around Chiang Mai city, total of
400 samples. The researcher collected data by using the questionnaire method and then analyzed
quantitatively through the use of means, frequencies, percentages, Pearson correlation coefficient
and Stepwise multiple regression. The findings of this research showed that:

(1) The study on emotional quotient indicated that empathy and motivation oneself
ranked in the high level of the emotional quotient scale, where as, human relations, self-
awareness and self-regulation set in the middle.

(2) According to the relationship between each factor and the students’ emotional
quotient, it was found that, sex, grad average, family status, grown-up in the strict pattern, grown-
up in the free pattern, the parents’ emotional quotient, society condition, classroom and school
environment all related in the same way ,like, the emotional quotient in part of empathy.

Similar to the emotional quotient in part of human relation, grad average, family status,
grown-up in the strict pattern, parents’ emotional quotient, and classroom environment all related

in the same way.



Furthermore, sex, grad average, family status, grown-up in the strict pattern, grown-up
in the free pattern, the parents’ emotional quotient, society condition, classroom and school
environment all related in the same way, comparable to self-awareness, self-regulation and
motivation oneself.

(3) Seven factors; school environment, society condition, parents’ emotional quotient,
sex, grown-up under the free style, classroom environment and grad average were found

appropriated for formulating the prediction quotient as follows;
