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Abstract

The objectives of this research are the multifold. First, this research develops the
integrated curriculum within the subject areas of Social Studies, Religions and Cultures
for the grade level 4 students at Matthayom Suksa 5 by using the National Core
Curriculum and the local community learning resources as the foundation. Second, this
research studies the roles and opinions of the participants in the development of an
integrated curriculum. Third, this research analyzes the results of using the integrated
curriculum such as the students’ achievements on the contents of the each branch of the
subjects integrated in the learning units and in each branch of the subject, the capability of
the students in applying the knowledge from each branch of subject to solve integrated
problems, and the students’ levels of interests and opinions toward the integrated learning
activities.

The sample group for the research implementation is the grade level 4 students,
Matthayom Suksa 5, Chakkham Khanathon School, Lamphun Province, one class room
(44 students), second semester, year 2007 taken through a simple random sampling
method. The tools for the research are composed of (1) the tools for developing the
curriculum and learning activities plan, which are the materials from the meetings to draft
the curriculum and the patterns of the processes to develop the curriculum, (2) the record
forms to measure the levels of participants’ involvement in the integrated curriculum
development, (3) the observation forms on the students’ levels of interests, (4) the
measurement forms or the tests on the students’ capabilities to apply the knowledge, (5)
the test forms to measure the learning achievements, (6)
the questionnaires to collect the students’ opinions, (7) the record form on group
discussion and (8) the tools for recording pictures and voices and the analyses of the data
by using the means, standard deviation and percentage.



The findings show the following results.

1. The integrated subjects of Social Studies (Sor 42102) are built and composed
of the learning units used together in the arranged activities in one semester. The team of
teachers in the subjects of Social Studies, Religions and Cultures, Chakkham Khanathon
School, Lamphun Province and the knowledgeable persons in the community in Lamphun
province provide good cooperation in the development of the integrated curriculum
starting from the steps of creating the curriculum, participating in observing the learning
activities arrangement, becoming the trainers, to performing as the advisors for the
students’ project works. All the participants in this curriculum development show
agreement to the integrated curriculum and the use the local community learning
resources to be parts of the learning activities arrangement.

2. The students show the learning achievements in “very good” level in three
learning units and in “good” level in two learning units. The students who reach “very
good” level on the test on the learning achievement evaluation accomplish well in three
subject areas, which are “history”, “religions, morality, ethics and civic education”, and
“cultures and social studies”. The students pass in “good” level in geography and in
“moderate” level in economics.

3. The majority of the students are able to apply the knowledge from the subject
branches to solve the identified integrated problems and perform the project works. They
are interested in and agreed with the arrangement of the learning activities plan by using
the developed integrated curriculum.
