ABSTRACT

The objectives of this qualitative research were to study the maintenance of ethnic
identity of northern communities, and the conditions relating to such maintenance of ethnic
identity. The researcher focused on studying the identity maintenance process amidst social
changes during several time periods.

In this qualitative research, data were collected by the use of participant and non-
participant observations, formal and informal interviews, and in-depth interviews.
The collected data were examined, then, categorized according to the research objectives,
analyses and descriptively presented.

The research results were as follows.

The researcher selected the ethnic community of Ban Houy Hia, Moo 8, Pang
Ma Pa Sub-district, Pang Ma Pa District, Mae Hongsorn Province for this field study.
In this community it was found that there were still various physical identities, such as black
tribal dress, local tribal language, and annually organized cultural and traditional activities.
Other abstract identities shown were behaviors, personality, and characteristics such as
brotherhood and kinship, values, respect for seniors and nature and community environment.
Newly created identities found included compassion, submissiveness, tendency not to boast,
friendship to all and fashionable indentities of the new generation’s. Those identities

emerged and changed according to the changing situations from past to present.



Although each identity exists within changing situations during different periods,
it has emerged from the conceptual bases of ideas and beliefs, lifestyles, culture, traditions
and the traditional wisdom of the ethnic people accumulated over generations. Those
identities can be considered as community potential, with the community building learning
process to ensure their continuation until the present. Three key components have
contributed to the identity maintenance process. First, a strong conceptual base focused on
the stability and solidarity of the community. Second. The functional mechanism of the
community itself as a pillar of the village, Third, methods for creating a variety of learning
processes focused on the value of maintaining ethnic identity.

The researcher found that the conditions to maintain the above mentioned identities
consisted of both internal and external conditions. The internal conditions consisted of a high
level of existing capital, such as beliefs, culture, traditions, and local wisdom, a process for
the creation of continuous learning, capable local leaders and elders who serve as a strong
community foundation, and acceptance of the community as legal under Thai law. External
conditions included oppression and persecution by persons and organizations from the
outside, and encroachments by the materialism consumption behaviors’ that come with
capitalism.

When Bahn Houy Hia maintained its community identity, its members had good
relations and could rely on one another, while its resources and environment were preserved.
Its culture, tradition and local wisdom were valued and carried forth by the community,

providing social space for their acceptance and sustainability.
