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ABSTRACT

The purpose of research was to study 4 purpose. 1) Construct the Emotional
Intelligence Tests for Fourth Grade Level Students. 2) To Compare Emotional Intelligence of
Fourth Grade Level Student is Different Child Rearing. (3) To Compare Emotional Intelligence of
Fourth Grade Level Student are Different Intelligence Quotient (4) To examine Interaction
between Child Rearing and Intelligence Quotient to Emotional Quotients. The samples of this
research were Fourth Grade Level in 2550 BE of school in Lampang Educational Service Area,
total of 871 samples. The researcher collected data by the Emotional Intelligence Tests the Child
Rearing Tests and The Intelligence Quotient tests: The Advance progressive Matrices of J.C.
Raven. Analysis data with Mean, Standardivition, Two-way Analysis of Variance and Scheffe’
Post Hoc Tests. The results were as follows:

1) As for the Construct the Emotional Intelligence Tests for Fourth Grade Level
Students. There were 85 items which were commented by experts at the level of .80 up ward.
The discrimination powers, which were statistically significant. And There was reliability of the

Emotional Intelligence Tests at Know One’s Emotion: 0.6964, Managing Emotion: 0.6139,



Motivating One-Self: 0.7902, Recognizing Emotion in Others: 0.8260, and Handing
Relationships: 0.5770 by the coefficient of alpha.

2) The Comparison of Emotional Intelligence Fourth Grade Level Student are
Different Child Rearing were found have non statistically significant on Discrimination in
Students are Different Child Rearing.

3) The comparison of Emotional Intelligence of Fourth Grade Level Student are
Different Intelligence Quotient were found have statistically significant on Discrimination in
Students are Different Intelligence Quotient at the level of .01

4) As for The Interaction between Child Rearing and Intelligence Quotient to
Emotional Quotients of Fourth Grade Level Students, Students’ Intelligence Quotient and Child
Rearing to Emotional Quotients have interaction between with Emotional Intelligence at .01 of
