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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the thesis was to study the outcome of using Muslim folktales
as supplementary lessons to develop the reading skill of Mathayom Suksa 1 student in the
three southern most province.

The sampling groups were 24 of Mathayom Suksa 1 student, Mathayomsungaipadi
School, Sungaipadi District, Narathiwas Province. In the first semester 2011. The research
tools were 8 activity plans, an achievement test and Supplementary lessons from Muslim
folktales. The data were analyzed by using the mean, standard devision and t-test.

The result of the study found as follow :

1. Post-learning achievement of students who learned by using Muslim folktales
as supplementary lessons were significantly higher than their pre-learning
at .05 level.

2. The reading skill of students who learned using Muslim folktales

as supplementary lessons were at good level.
