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ABSTRACT

This Independent Study aimed to construct learning plans through the Social Network on
the topic of ‘Global Citizenship’. The learners were students in Mathayom Suksa 1 in Lampang
Kanlayanee School. The learning plan evaluators of the study were teachers of Social Studies and
superintendents. The instruments was six learning plans on the topic of ‘Global Citizenship’
constructed through the Social Network and six evaluation forms for the learning plans. The data
was analyzed in terms of mean and standard deviation. The results of the study are as follow;

1. The learning plans using the Social Network to teach ‘Global Citizenship’ were
constructed as six different plans as following; Plan 1: ‘The World as One’, two hours, Plan 2:
‘Ideal Characteristics of Global Citizens’, two hours, Plan 3: ‘Roles of Global Citizens in the
Twenty First Century’, two hours, Plan 4: ‘Global Citizenship Development’ two hours, Plan 5:
‘Global Citizens and Human Rights’, two hours, and Plan 6: ‘Political Ideals regarding
Democracy of Global Citizens’, two hours.

2. The results of the evaluations showed that Plan 1: ‘The World as One’ had a highly
appropriate level in the learning standard and in general, was at a highly appropriate level in the

learning standard. Plan 2: ‘Ideal Characteristics of Global Citizens’ had a highly appropriate level
