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ABSTRACT

This study was to examine the relationship between academic achievement and adversity
quotient and to find the predictors of adversity quotient of Mathayom Suksa 3 students,
Kowittamrong Chiang Mai School .The sample consisted of 237 students who were enrolled in
the second semester of the academic year 2011. The Instrument used to this study were the
questionnaire about personal information (12 items) and adversity quotient test (40 items), with
Cronbach’s alpha coefficient of 0.94. The data were analyzed by the uses of frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, Pearson’s Product Moment correlation and the stepwise
multiple regression analysis.

The results of the study showed that Academic achievement had positive relationships
with adversity quotient at the .01 level of significance, which the adversity quotient in the aspects
of attempting to control situations had more positive relationships with academic achievement.

The variables could predict the adversity quotient 4 aspects. It’s found that sex and
academic achievement could predict the adversity quotient at the .01 level of significance and

living could predict the adversity quotient at the .05 level of significance.
