Abstract 

 

        In working on the art work “Moments of Silence, I started from reflecting upon my 

experiences, especially situations and mental states such as different events that affected my 

emotions in a negative way.�
        I present what I feel, conveyed through works of art in order to communicate the impact of 

certain things on my emotions through basic principles of composition such as areas of blackness, 

the size of these areas grouped around the viewer and distorted forms.  These basic principles of 

composition are used in a work of mixed media installation consisting of 3 pieces.  Each of these 

pieces is based on the same principle and has a similar meaning, namely to presents extraordinary 

moments of silence.  The outward appearance of these 3 pieces is somewhat different: there are 

both 2 dimensional and 3 dimensional pieces; pieces that have only a front side and pieces that 

have both an inside and an outside.
