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ABSTRACT

Motorcycle accidents can be preventable if people follow rules and regulations and
have awaréness of accident prevention. This study aimed to describe motorcycle accident
prevention in terms of personal factors and wvehicle factors among high school students in
Benchama Maharat Ubon Ratchathani province. The sample consisted of 250 high school
students who used motorcycles to go to school regularly. The sample was selected by multistage
sampling, Data were collected between 9-13 July 2001 by using a questionnaire constructed by
the researcher. The reliability of the questionnaire was .8. Data were analyzed by using
descriptive statistics.

The results revealed that 92.4 percent of the sample had received knowledge and
information concerning accident prevention that made 69.2 and 16.4 percent of them had a score
of accident prevention at moderate and high levels. Only 14.4 percent had a score at a low Jevel.
Concerning personal factors, it was found that the sample had a high percentage of the mean
score in not drinking alcohol (78.6 percent) and followed by skills and gobd behavior while riding

. a motorcycle (66.2 percent), In terms of emotion and psychology while riding a motorcycle this



was the lowest percentage of the mean score (39.2 percent). Concerning vehicle factors, 54.4 and
24 of the sample had a mean score in moderate and high score levels.

This study indicated that information concerning accident prevention and regulations
was very important. Therefore concerning personel such as health person and policemen, they
need to disseminate knowledge and information to people in order to increase awareness and
stimulate good behavior when using motorcycles and therefore reduce the incidence of

motorcycle accidents.
