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Abstract

The purposes of this crossectional descriptive study were to deternine factors affecting
condom use behavior among male students in vocational colleges, Tak province. A sample of one
hundred and ninety four students males were assessed by self-reported questionaire that based on

PRECEED Framework . Multiple reqression analysis was performed to indicate factors associated

with behavior.

The results showed that factors associated with condom use behavior were perception on risk

of HIV infection (p=0.01}, protective effect of condom use (p=0.02) and advice given by relatives

Among Male students
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(p=0.03). For students who had sexual experience (N=77}, 88.3% used condom inappropriately.

The results suggested that the AIDS prevention program should encourage the behavior

changes on condom use among these students. Knowledge, understanding, attitude and self-

awareness should be promoted.
