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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to survey the level of the coaches’ expectation toward
their competence, the level of the athletes’ expectation and perception toward the coaches’
competence. The study’s population consisted of 21 coaches and 194 athletes of Chiang Mai
University who had participated in the 30" University Games. (Sripatum Games) The instruments
consisted of the questionnaire of coaches’ expectation toward their competence, and the
questionnaires of the athletes’ expectation and perception toward the coaches’ competence., The
data were analyzed in terms of percentage, mean and standard deviation.The results revealed that:

1. The coaches” expectation toward their competence was found at the very high level
in the 2 areas; namely, the ability to teach and the characteristics. However, the expectation in the
acadernic was found at the high level.

2. The athletes’ expectation toward the coaches’ competence was found at the high
level in all the 3 areas; namely, the academic, the ability to teach and the characteristics,

3. The athletes’ perception toward the coaches’ competence was also found at the high

level in the 3 areas; namely, the academic, the ability to teach and the characteristics.
