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Abstract

Three objectives of this research consisted of studying knowledge and understanding of
guides on ecotourism, and their contributions to tourists; the differences between educational
level of the guides and their contributions to tourists; and the correlation between their work
experiences -and knowledge contributions. Two hundred guides were randomly selected by a
simple random sampling technique. A set of questionnaires was used to collect data, covering
knowledge of ecotourism and general environment and tourism, and their contributions to
tourists. The statistics used for data analysis were frequency distribution, percentage, arithmetic
means, standard deviation, one - way analysis of variance and Pearsons product moment
correlation.

The results of this study were as follows :

1. The educational level guides were not significantly different on the issue

contributions of knowledge and understanding to their tourists

2. A correlation between the difference between work experiences of guides and their

knowledge and understanding, which had been contributed to their tourists was

positive with a statistical significance at 0.01 level.



3. A cormrelation between knowledge and understanding about ecotourism of guides and
their contributions to their tourists was positive with a statistical significance at 0.05

level.
