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ABSTRACT

The  objectives of this study were 1) to study the relationship among
social structure, culture, environment and the development of cultural tourism of Ban Ngio
Nuea community. 2 ) to study the relationship among individ;al factors, knowledge, intention
and community participation on cultural tourism of Ban Naio Nuea commﬁnity. 3) to study the
relationship among social expectation, individual norms, intention and community participation in
cuitural tourism of Ban Ngio Nuea.

Three hundred fifty populations of Ban Ngio Nuea were ramdomly selected as
subjects. |

Quantitative data were collected by using questionaires. Statistical analyses were
conducted to find the relaﬁonships among variables as mentioned above. The qualitative data
of pﬁysical, soéio—culturai factbrs and the development of cultural tourism of Ban Ngio Nueo

were collected through indepth interview .

The. results of the study' were summarized as follows.



1) According to the plentiful of natural resources such as stone, clay and
sand the population in this community earncd their living by sculpturing Buddha image,
stone grinder and porcelain. Other factors led to the development of cultural tourism were
supports from the government and private sectors in planning, cooperative  activities and
others for the community.

The results of the study also indicated that reduction of natural resources
such as stone, clay and sand depends onthe demand of tourists. Therefore, awareness in
natural resource conservation should be concemned.

2) Individual factors such as occupation, income; time of living in the
community, information and community activies were lowly positive related to the
knowledge in cultural tourism . Knowledge was moderately positive related to the attitude in
cultural tourism and the attitude in cultural tourism was positively related to the participation
of cultural tourism

3) The social expectation was lowly positive related to the individual
norms. Also, the individual norms was positively related to the intention and finally led to

the community participation in cultural tourism.
