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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to investigate the relationships and
predictive power of atfitude toward counseling and emotional intelligence on counseling
behaviors of secondary school teachers and to compare the differentiation of behaviors
in counseling between male and female teachers, who taught in the different subject
groups of secondary school teachers under the Department of General Education in
Kalasin Province.

Data were collected from a random sampie of 379 secondary school

teachers during the 2001 academic year under the Department of General Education in

Kalasin Province.



A questionnaire and four measuring instruments were used in this study,
1) Demographic Questionnaire 2) Attitude Toward Counseling Scale 3) Behavior
Counseling Scale and 4) Emotional intelligence Scale. Data were analyzed in
descriptive statistics, Pearson's product - moment correlation coefficients, stepwise
multiple regression, t - test for independent group and One - way ANOVA.

The research results are as follows : |

1. Aftitude toward counseling and emotional intelligence were positively
correlated with counseling behaviors of teachers (p<.01). |

2. Emotional intelligence and three factors of emotional intelligence:
goodness, cleverness and happiness were positively correlated with counseling
behaviors of teachers (p<.01).

3. Aftitude toward counseling could predict counseling behaviors of
teachers, (p<.01, R® = 13.5) but emotional intélligence would not.be a co — predictor-in
counseling behaviors of teachers.

4. Happiness was only one variable of emotional intelligence factors and
attitude toward counseling would be a co - predictor in counseling behaviors of
teachers (p<.01, R’= 15.1) , but goodness, cleverness and attitude toward counseling
would not be co — predictors in counseling behaviors of teachers.

5. There was significant difference in counseling behaviors of male and -
female teachers, female teachers had significantly difference counseling behaviors
score higher than male teachers (p<.05).

6. There was no significant difference in counseling behaviors of teachers

were teaching in the different subject groups.
