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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to find: 1} tourism context of Phu Chee Fah
Forest Park; 2) tourist knowledge leve! of Phu Chee Fah Forest Park site and ecotourism;
3) problems and impact caused by tourism in the site of Phu Chee Fah Forest Park in
tourist views: 4} problems and threats of Phu Chee Fah Forest Park management, and 5)
analysis for guidelines to manage Phu Chee Fah Forest Park tourism site under
ecotourism rules.

The study was surveying in style. Samples were including 384 of Thai
tourists, 48 of local livings, 4 of concerned personnel, 30 of food and accommodation
entrepreneurs, and 3 of tour guides. Methods of information collecting were by
interviewing, surveying, and using of questionnaires. The result was presented by
descriptive statistic with frequency distribution. The result concluded:

The study of tourism context of Phu Chee Fah'Forest Park was founded that

Phu Chee Fan Forest Park had full factors of tourism site including:1) attractions,



2) traffic accessibility, and 3) amenities

In finding of tourist knowledge level of Phu Chee Fah Forest Park site and
ecotourism, the author found that tourists had moderate knowledge about the Forest
Park site as well as ecotourism.

The study of tourist views in regard of problems and impact caused by
tourism in the site of Phu Chee Fah Forest Park was indicated the following issues:

a) lack of information detail for tourist service, b} uncleard signs, c)
fack of tour activity, d) tourism site was not kept naturally, e) over demanding of
accommodation and food in tourist season, f) souvenir was not identified unique of the
site, g) insufficient official assistant for tourist service, h) insufficient service of water,
toilet, and trash bin, i) tourists did not concern about environment and lack of
communication among themselves.

For problems and threats of Phu Chee Fah Forest Park management studly it
was concluded following matters:

a) limit of budget caused insufficient staff in the tourist season, b)
uncontrolled of carrying capacity, ¢) unprepared of nearby attractions to circulate
tourist volume, d) lack of understanding of concerned organization in regard of the
Forest Park management system, e) numbers of tourists did not respect the rules, and f)
entrepreneurs raised up prices in tourist season

From the analysis for guidelines to manage Phu Chee Fah Forest Park tourism

site under ecotourism rules, the author presented guidelines to manage the park under
“Thai Tourism Authority ecotourism structure in eight ways: o

1) to base the management on nature and culture of focal community,

. 2) to manage sustainability, 3) to encourage social and culture aspects, 4) to educate

tourists and iocal people, 5) to share benefit to local people, 6) to support local people

involving, 7) to sustain authentic product, and 8} to distribute tourist satisfaction
