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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this thesis are 1) to review the understanding and approach
to Buddhist philosophy of Phrabhavanavisalthera 2) to analyze his teaching
techniques on understanding and accessing method to Buddhist philosophy.

The results of the study show that he had a deep understanding in Buddhist
philosophy by being a student and being taught directly by Laungpoo Man
Bhuridatto, who is well-known as a real understanding of Buddhist philosophy. In
addition, Phrabhdvanéavisalthera has practiced Dhamma and has a deep understanding
and expertin Buddhist philosophy. He could enlighten with a clear understanding of
his Dharma to his apprentices. He could enhance their behavior, in the other words;
his Dharma can be applied in their real lives. Usually, he emphasizes his apprentices
“Have you realized?”, which means to make them understand and encourage them to
practice Dharma in lives.The approach is divided into the following strategies.

The Parihatti is the way of knowing, he points out the understanding of the
accurate Buddhism philosophy which are intimate knowledge of life and deep
understanding of changes of life as in the three characteristics of existence.
Meanwhile we have to advance ourselves by doing the virtue and practice oneself for
approaching the Dharma which are the precept, the concentration and the intellect. It
is essential that we realize the reality that everyone has the three kixids of knowledge
for deliverance since we’re born but we don’t preserve it so that we are valueless.
However if we practice it, we will realize that we’re worth. For approaching the
Buddhism philosophy, the Parihatti is a good model since he has a simple life and he
does everything as he teaches the believers.

The approaching of the Buddha’s teachings is to practice oneself to
understand thoroughly, become aware of and adapt one’s behavior and quality of life ;
being the knowing and awaken person called realization which is the goal of teaching.
He always asks his students “Have you realized?” or “Have you already got it?” If his
students understand him deeply and already realized, he will say to them * Being a
worth person and preserve your life by your wisdom.”

His techniques to make people understood Dhamma is to follow the
Buddha’s step at large. Sometime, he combines Buddhist philosophy with Isan culture
such as Phaya (Isan proverbs), connotation and denotation words expressing, and
reciting, in order to develop his apprentices’ behavior, attitude, and wisdom, by which



they can purify their minds from all unwholesome thought. This is the highest goal of
Theravada Buddhism. His teaching techniques can be divided as followed;

1.Teaching Method can be classified asl) Lecture method, such as Phaya
(Isan provers), metaphorical, stories telling, and situation-based. 2) Reciting method,
such as kraab (Buddhist practice for respecting) to recollect the Thriple Gems of
Buddhism and parents’ favour, principal of good-will in living. 3) Question and
answer technique 4) Admonition technique by use of harsh words.

2. Teaching Techniques 1) equipments-based technique, such as temple and
surrounding objects 2) Isan dialect, sch as words and language. 3) Role model
behavior and 4)Situation-based technique
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
