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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this thesis “Sayyid Qutb’s Concept of Peace” is to study the Sayyid
Qutb’s meaning of peace, its characteristics and components. This study also aims to clarify
Sayyid Qutb’s methodology of peace making. The method of this study is a documentary

research and the thesis will be presented in a descriptive way.

From the study it was found that Sayyid Qutb’s meaning of peace is the same as the
meaning of Islam, which is the compliance of the natural order and the human order in the natural
harmonious way. The components of Sayyid Qutb’s peace are; freedom, justice and the security.
Sayyid Qutb also noted that the systems which Allah revealed to man are already well structured
in the natural order and in the ordained harmony. The only mission of man is to submit himself to
the ultimate sovereignty of God and let the Divine’s way guide him to the destinations. For the
perspective towards the nature, Sayyid Qutb mentioned that man must understand the nature,
looking for its truth within the limitation of his own capability and lives his life in the harmony
according to the natural way, which he believes that this is the way to live one life in peace.

Sayyid Qutb also mentioned that whenever man deviated from the Divine’s way, he was



deviating from peace as well. The important characteristics of Sayyid Qutb's peace are the
peaceful mind and the peaceful society which both delivered from the trustworthiness that man
pays to the sovereignty of God, which gives him the sense of relief whenever he confronts with
any obstacles. There are two major components of Sayyid Qutb's peace, the inner peace in each
individual and the outer peace which are in the scale of family and society that will finally lead to
world scale. In order to create the peace, according to Sayyid Qutb, man must be initiated at the
individual level by submitting his trustworthiness to the sovereignty of God, accepts Islam as his
life’s milestone, eliminates his inner conflicts, reveals his love and mercy to all mankind and
nature, and lives his life strictly to the Islamic principles. Then the peace will be set in the
conscious of each individual and will be developed to the larger scales as family, community and

world.
