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ABSTRACT

The objective of this thesis was to study the characteristics of the hidden political 

discourse and ideology in the literary works of Seksan Prasertkul who was known as a 

contemporary writer and the pro-democracy student leader in the  revolutionary uprising of  

Oct 14, 1973.

 This study was based on the literature works as a form of discourse practice in  which the 

writer had the power to create, present or block certain ideology. This study therefore chose the 

Critical Discourse Analysis theory to point out that the context was created by using symbolic 

meaning to recreate series of ideology using language as the tool of presentation in order to 

maintain power or to create the righteouness in expansion of power. 

 The result of the study of his 10 literary works under the thesis framework  found that the 

literary works of Seksan Prasertkul depicted suffering of the laborers who were the biggest group 

of the exploited people and reduction of human dignity. 



In addition, it was found that the 3 ideologies hidden in the literary works of Seksan   

Prasertkul were Authoritarian Ideology, Violence Ideology and Patriarchy ideology, reduction of 

human dignity, democracy discourse and communist discourse, which implied that Seksan 

Prasertkul still used authority to control and dominate, violence to gain power and praise his 

bravery as an invincible hero.
