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ABSTRACT

The purposes of thesis were to study and analyze the marginal characters in the S.E.A.
Write, serving as a representative of each period which was accepted and mostly mentioned in the
country.

In this study, the framework regarding marginal character was applied to study characters
in the S.E.A. Write since 1979-2007. There were total 80 characters from 71 titles of 3 categories
that were poetries, short stories, and novels that contain marginal characters. The marginal
characters pertained to different characteristics as follows: geography, politics, social and culture,
and economics.

7 roles of marginal characters were found in S.E.A. Write as follows: 1) villager, 2)
woman, 3) children and youth, 4) character of incomplete family, 5) employee, 6) character taking
part in politic, 7) character of different careers and 8) characters with physical and psychological

disorders.

In addition, 3 techniques of character presentation were 1) a passive character reflecting
the effect of central power 2) a character who retorted a central power and 3) a character that

accepted and lived with phenomena without writer’s indication about power and the other.
