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Abstract

The purposes of this study were: 1) to describe the
use of coping of Chinese women with gynecologic cancer, 2) to
determine the effectiveness of coping used by Chinese women
with gyvnecologic cancer, and 3) to compare the use and
effectiveness of coping of Chinese women with gynecologic
cancer of different age groups. A cpmparative descriptive
design was used in this study. A purposive sampling method was
used to draw the subjects for the study. The sample of 50

women with gyvnecologic cancer was obtained from the second
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teaching hospital,'West China University of Medical Sciences
in Chengdu, China. The use and effectiveness of coping were
examined by using the revised Jalowiec Coping Scale,
Descriptive statistics and Kruskal-Wallis One-Way Analysis of
Variance were used for data analysis.

Results of fhis study indicated that the women with
gynecologic cancer used multiple coping strategies of
different coping styles. Optimistic and supportant coping
styles were reported as the most frequently used and very
helpful, followed by palliative, self-reliant and confrontive
coping styles. The emotive coping style was reported the least
frequently used and least helpful, followed by fatalistic and
evasive coping styles. There were significant differences in
the use of emotive and evasive coping styles of Chinese women
with gynecologic cancer of different age groups. No
significant difference existed among age groups for the

effectiveness of coping used.
