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Abstract

This study aimed to identify health beliefs, compliance and the relationship between
health beliefs and compliance of 60 tuberculosis patients who attended the tuberculosis clinic of
Phayao hospital from December 1999 to January 2000. The instruments used for data collection
including (1) the Demographic Data Recording Form, (2) the Health Beliefs Form developed by
the investigator based on Becker (1974) and (3) the Compliance Form developed by the
investigator based on literature reviewed. The values of the interrator agreement and the content
validity index of Health Beliefs Form were .80 and .77, respectively. The reliability of the Health
Beliefs Form was determined using Cronbach’s coefficient alpha. The reliability coefficient value
was .81. The values of the interrator agreement and the content validity index of The Compliance
Form were .96 and .96, respectively. The stability of the Compliance Form was determined using
test-retest. The coefficient value was .81.

Data were analyzed by descriptive statistics. Spearman’s rank correlation coefficient

was used to determined the correlation.



The results of this study revealed that :

1. All subjects (100 percents) reported high level of overall health beliefs score with
the mean of 125.40 and standard deviation of 9.90.

2. Seventy-five percents of subjects reported high level of compliance score with the
mean of 17.90 and standard deviation of 1.90.

3. There was no relationship between health beliefs and compliance. (r =.198, p=.603)
