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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to describe knowledgg, attitude, facilitating factors, and
nosocomial infection surveillance practices and to investigate the effect of the three factors on
nosocomial infection surveillance practices among Infection Control Ward Nurses. The population
was 109 Infection Control Ward Nurses at Maharaj Nakorn Chiang Mai Hospital. Data were
collected in August 1999 by using a self-administered questionnaire cor-nstructed by the researcﬁer.
Content validity was examined by 5 experts and the validity index was 0.83. The reliability of
knowledge, attitude, facilitating factors, and nosocomial infection surveillance practices was 0.70,
0.84, 0.81, and 0.84 respectively. One hundred percent of the completed questionnaires were

obtained. Data were analyzed by using descriptive statistics and multiple regression.



The results of this study revealed that the nosocomial infection surveillance knowledge
score was at a moderate level, the mean score was 8.7 from a total score of 13, 67.0 percent,
nosocomial infection surveillance attitude score was at a high level, the mean score was 97.0 from a
total score of 125, 77.6 percent, fécilitatiug factors and nosocomial infection surveillance practices
were at a moderate levels, the mean scores were 48.3 from a total score of 75, 64.4 percent and 52.2
from a total score of 90, 58.0-percent. The effect of knowledge, attitude and facilitating factors on
nosocomial infection surveilla-.nce practices among Infection Control Ward Nurses at a low level

(R =0.28), and it could be predicted at about 7.8 percent.
