Breast cancer is a life-threatening disease. Spiritval well-being is considered as an important

aspect of patient’s quality of life. This descriptive study aimed to identify the relationships among

perceived severity of illness, social support and spiritual well-being. A purposive sample of 120 breast

cancer patients was obtained from the Surgical General Clinic at the Out-Patient Department of Maharaj

Nakom Chiang Mai Hospital. Perceived Severity of Illness Scale, the Personal

Resource

Questionaire (PRQ 85-Part II), and the Spiritual Well-Being Scale were used in data collection.

The Pearson product moment coefficient correlation and the stepwise multiple regression were

performed to determine the relationships of the study variables.

The results revealed that the study sample, 52.50 percent and 47.50 percent reported

moderate and high scores on spiritual well-being respectively. Half of the study sample and

48.33 percent of them reported their moderate and fow scores on the perceived severity of illness

)




respectively. There were statistical significantly negative correlation between perceived severity
of illness and spiritual well~being scores (r = -.301, p = .000). It is also found the positive
correlation between social support and spiritual well-being scores among the study sample
{r = .480, p = .000). The combination of perceived severity of illness and social support accounted
for 26.2 percent of the variation in spiritual well-being among the study sample. (R*=.262, p=.000)

The results of this study could contribute to nursing intervention on improving the quality
of life among breast cancer patients, particularly to enhance their spiritual well-being. The implications

of the findings for the further research were also recommended.
