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ABSTRACT

Supporting the patient rights is one of nurses’ roles to create service quality. Nurses
has to know and keep in mind about the rights of patient as well as enhance the patients to know
their own rights.

The purposes of this study were to study taxonomy of cognitive domain, nursing
practices related to the rights of patient and relationship between taxonomy of cognitive domain
and nursing practices related to the rights of patient among professional nurses in Lampang
Hospital. The sample of this study was 230 professional nurses working in Lampang Hospital ,
obtained by simple random sampling . The instrument consisted of three parts, The first part was
personal information, the second part was cognitive domain test about rights of patient developed
by the investigator basing on Bloom’ s conceptual framework of the Cognitive Domain and rights
of patient as stated by the Nursing Council in 1998, and the third part was nursing practice
questionnaire. The data were analyzed by using percentage, mean, standard deviation and

Pearson’ Product moment correlation coefficient.



The results of this study revealed that
1. Cognitive domain of the rights of patient among professional nurses was at the

middle level, the highest mean score level to the lowest mean score level were synthesis stage,
knowledge stage, comprehension stage, evaluation stage, analysis stage and application stage,
respectively.

2. The nursing practices related to the rights of patient among professional nurses was
at high level.

3. There was no relationship between cognitive domain about the rights of patient and
nursing practices related to the rights of patient among professional nurses.

The result of this study could be used as a database for setting up a training project to
enrich knowledge about the rights of patient among professional nurses, promote and protect the

rights of patient.
