Abstract

Length of stay is the outcome that indicates an efficiency and quality of care within
hospital. This study aimed to explore the length of stay, compared with standard length of stay as
the Ministry of Public Health indicated, and examine the related factors of length of stay among
patients with pneumonia, hypertension and diabetes mellitus. Population was the patient who
admitted in Phichit Hospital from January, 2002 to June, 2002. Data were collected from 365 files
of in—patient medical records. The data was collected using record form developed by
investigator and analyzed by using range frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and
Chi-Square.

The results of this study were:

1. The average length of stay of patients with pneumonia with less than, equai 17
years, and more than 17 year were more than standard length of stay that of the Ministry of
Public Health indicated (1~6.51, ©=8.52 and U=12.56, 0=16.89, respectively). Comorbidities,

complications, treatment procedure and operation, and age were significant related with length of stay.



2, The average length of stay of hypertension patients was more than the standard that the
Ministry of Public Health indicated ([t = 4.37, © = 6.07). Comorbidities and age of patients were
factors that related with length of stay.

3. The average length stay of diabetes mellitus patients with less than, equal 35 years, and
more than 35 years were more than standard length of stay that the Ministry of Public Health
indicated ([ = 8.00, G =7.21 and |l = 7.95, G = 9.06, respectively). However, no factors was
related with the length of stay. |

The results of this study would be used as the basis data in improving health care

services for patients with pneumonia, hypertension and diabetes mellitus in Phichit Hospital.
