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Abstract

This study is intended to serve the following purposes,

l.

To study the economic and social status of the

government officials in Chaingmai who have been granted loans

under the Krung Thai Circle Loans Project.

To study their ability to pay off their debts, looking

matter of when and by what means they will be able to

amortize their debts.



3. To study their demand for such a bank credit under
the Krung Thai Circle Loans Project, trying to find out whither
or not they want an increase in the amount of loans to be granted
in the future compared with the current amount of loans.

The study is divided into two main aspests, that is,

1. Information is gqathered from part of the stored
data of the bank as far as can be available. Information is also
obtained from the interviews conducted with certain selected bank
officials

2. Information ig gathered from a set of 800
written questionnaire forms sent out to selected respondents.
In all, exactly 530 questionnaire forms have been returned

Analysis of the statistical data collected is based
upon  percentage distributions, The mean as well as  the
relationships ameng the variables.

The study reveals the following results :

1. 97.18 % of the government officials that have taken
out the loans earn the monthly salaries of not more than 14,700 bath.

2. 92.58 % of them belong to the age category
averaging between 20 - 50 years.

3. The ratio of male government officials against their
female counterparts is 64.59 : 65.41

4. 76.15 % of the debtors are maried.

5. 96.81 % of the married debtors have an average of 3
children.

6. 45.49 & of the spouse are employed in the same

profession as their borrower counterparts.



7. 93.8] % of the government officials concerned are
able to vrepay their loans after retiring from active seince by
means of the gravity given them as retirement allowance together
with their own savings.

8. 73.2 % of the government officials involved are
of the opinion that the present amount of loans which is equivalent
to seven tiems the amount of their salaries is considered.suitable
and that they do not want to ask any increase in the amount of
loans to be granted later.

In c¢onclusion, the author has offered 4 number of
suggestions. they are

L. There should be a study of fhe separate group of
government officials  that s0 far has not benefited from the
loans under the Krung Thai Circle Loans Projict. |

2. There' should be a reduction of the current interest
rates with a view to creating a better imaqe.

3. There should be a better coordination between the
Krung Thai Bank and the borrowers of the loans under the Krung

Thai Circle Loans Project
