The main objective of this independent study is to
examine the problems of traffic law breakings which occur in
streets of Chiang Mai municipality owing to the fact that traffic
of fences have become one of the major problems of Changwat Chiang
Mai. The study intends to fined solutions to the problems by
using Tield interview technique. Data and information are random
samplinged (from 350 drivers in Chiang Mai municipal areas)
coupled with the interviews of various Chiang Mai V.I.P.s. The
study reveals that :

1. drivers of cars and motorcycles have good imowleclge

of traffic law.

2. most of the traffic offences occur because of wrong
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from personal behavioral traits of drivers such as hot temper,
selfishness, carelessness, opportunism, etc.

3. sex, age and profession have major correlations with
traffic of'f‘énoes.

4. differences in time and date have effects on the
behaviors traffic law breakers. During rush hours is the prime
time of traffic offences.

5. differences in environments of each site are other
prime factors of traffic offences.

From the gathered opinions, the following recommenda—
tions can be made :

1. the Police Department should restructure its traffic
works at the level of each police station by set up a direct
responsible traffic organ which can be divided into the following
sections :

a. works of traffic management.

b. works of traffic monitorings.

c. works of traffic public relations.

d. works of traffic orientations.

e. works of providing traffic conveniences to V.I.P.s
and state oeremomes

2. drivers should be implanted with traffic knowledge
in order to create law abiding drivers so as to the police
traffic of‘f‘iogrs who should strictly perform their duties

according to the laws.
