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ABRSTRACT

The obhjectives of the study are to learn about present
scenario of the problems on illegal immigrantion in Muang District
of Chiangmai Province which involve problems in making seizures,
the processes of detention, of court’s Jjudgement, and in
deportation as to whether they are carried out according to the

Declaration of Human Rights or not.

The study’s selected samples are 80 detained illegal

immigrants, awaiting deportation to the countries of origin, at

Provincial Police Headquarter of Chiang Mai Province. Data are

collected by using questionnaires and an interpretor who is not, a
police officer.

The study finds that a large percentage of 98.0 of seized
illegal immigrants are Burmese with an increasing mumber passing
through the check points of Mae Sot, Mae Sai and Hnong Oug.
Fconomic reasons and pressing politcal environments are the main
factors. The study’s samples are satisfied with their jobs and
wages eventhough their wages are below Thai minimum wage level.

As for the seizures, the detention and the investigation
as carried out by Chiang Mai’s police are at a satisfactory level.
The detainees are treated according to the minimum standard as
declared ip the United Nations Declaration on Human Rights 1955.

In order to cope with the problem of illegal immigratién
effectively, a closely cooperation between police and immigration
officers is needed. The prevailing probliem is that there is an
insufficiency of personnel. The Government should . direct the

attention to solve this problen.
