This independent study is focused on the study of the attitudes of
Chiang Mai’s commissioned police officers from the ranks of police captain
to police lieutenant colonel on the issue of advancement in police
profession. In addition, factors affecting advancement in police
profession are studied in order to gather correlating data in solving the

existing problens.

The study’s research methodologies are documentary and field
researches. Questionalires are used in surveying the attitudes of Chiang
Mai’s commissioned police officers as stated above and the attitudes of
fourth year police cadets are also studies as a supplementary of the main
study. Various statistical techniques are used in the study’s data
analysis, such as average means, percentage and means of significance of

ANOVA.  The study concludes that the studied commissioned police officers



reckon that police professional advancement is subjected to their
superiors, politicians, influential persons, wmass media, levels of
education, spouses, the unit that they work for and the frequencies of
switohing the nature of work. it is also‘feékénédhfﬁat mefit system which
bases on differences in levels of knowledge and competencies should e +the
criteria in consideration of promotions. This attitude is identical with
that of police cadets and proves that the study’s hypothesis is true. The
hypothesis which states that police officers in crime 'suppression and
prevention have more professional advancement than police officers in other
division is proven to be false. As for the effects of learning in
stitutions, commissioned police officers think of it as affecting factors

which is contrary to the thinking of police cadets.
