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Abstract

The objectives of this independent study of cooperation between the public and private
sectors on AIDS preventation in Chiangrai Province were to study : [IJ problems and sev-e.rity
of the AIDS epidemic; and [2] cooperation and coordination between the public and private
sectors in dealing with AIDS . The -goal is to improve efficiency in sofving problems in ﬂ_]e
prevention and control of AIDS. -

The research utiiized data collected from two sources: Sécond,aiy data from reports,
texts, research results and articles; and Primary data from 222 persons working directly and
indirectly at various levels in the public and private sectors involved in AIDS control efforts in

four districts in Chiangrai Province - Muang,Mae Sai, Wiang Chai, and Mae Chan.




The resuits of this research are as follows:

1. Staff of the public agencies other than those directly responsible for public health
show little interest in ATDS , because they do not feel it is their responsibility

2. Staff of the public agencies [82.9%] think that they should improve their efforts to
combat ATDS if the situation in Chiangrai Province is to improve

3. Fifty per cent [111] of questionnaire respondents considered private sectors
organizaﬁons to be more efficient than the public agencies in conducting AIDS activities. At
the same time 91.9% felt that should increase their role.

4, Among both private sectors the public staff, 94.6% stated that local people’s
organizations should play an increased role in AIDS prevention and control. .

5. Among both private sectors the public staff 65.3% stated that their coordination and
cooperation needs improvement. / |

6. The Chisngrai AIDS Response Center, established in accordance with the policy
of the Upper Northern AIDS Response Center, has not yet produced clear results in the
prevention and control of AIDS in Chiangrai, Urgent action is required in improving its

working procedures and tactics.
