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ABSTRACT

This independent study is intended to learn sabout
factors‘affecting the land slide election victory of Nawarat
Patana Mgroup‘ in the Chiang Mai Municipal election on
November 12, 1995 including the voting patterns and ltevel of

political knowledge and understaﬁding of Chiang Mai’s people.

The samples are drawn from 308 voters and field
interview is wused as the study’s research methodology.
Various statistical technigques such as 5PSS. Chi-Square at

0.05 signiflicance are used in the study’s data processing.

The study finds that =

1. Most important factors are : levels of incoﬁe,
dissatisfaction of the former municipal administration,
confidence in political competency of the Nawarat Patana
group ,satisfaction of the group’s policy and consideration
of personal qualifications.

2. Voting patterns of the November 12, 1995 Chiang
Mai municipal election are

- Voting dicision has been made before hand.

- Voters decide by themselves not by others
recommendat ions.

- Voters give more importance to political
affiliation than personal qualifications of
the candidates.

- Voters tend to cast their votes with their
relatives than go to the poll alone.

3. A majority of voters have levels of knowledge on

local politics at low to medium levels.
