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ABSTRACT

The study titled “Social and Economic Factors Determining Political Development:
A Comparative Study Between Thailand and The Philippines During 1981- 1990 is to explain
the relationship between the level of social and economic development and the level of political
development in developing countries. The study built the model to compare time series data from
the World Bank in order to show these relationships. It also employed regression analysis in
building a comparative model between the expect and the actual level of development in Thailand

and the Philippines.
