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Abstract

The objective of the study were 1) to study the
characteristic methodology and goal of Lamphun’s Citizen
activities in order to show their problems. 2) to study the roles
and authority of Lamphun Governor’s Offic in Solving the
problems of Citizen 3) to study the pattern and methodology in
solving the problems of Lamphun’s Citizen.

The method of the study was consisted of an analysis of
data from documents and questionaires by using arithemetic mean,
standard deviation, percentage, chi-square and analysis of
varinace. Population under study was Lampbun Government

officers, Local elites and Lamphun Citizen.



The result of the study showed that population under
study in the number of 190 persons had overage age between 41-50
year of age in the marriage status and had 2-4 persons in their
family which more than a half of them had been in the parad
situation in order to show their problem.

The activity was the joinment of villagers who had
problems sbout the land to earn their life, in order to take the
attraction from government solving problens. " Most of the
population under study indiced that if the government enable to
face and explain how to solve problems, then it would be reduce
the gathering of citizen.

According to the role of Lamphun’s Office to solve the
citizen’s problems, the population under study agreed with the
acceptance of citizen’s problems, to make a conference and
coorperation_ with another govermment office and relate offices
which in a good procession. But in the other hand, for example
the follow up of working process and to let the citizen know the
problemn result was not good enough so that some of the result was
