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Abstract

The purposes of this study were 1) to study voting behavior of 18-19 year-old

electorates 2) to study the relationship between various factors and voting behavior and 3)

to study the relationship between socio-economic factors and other factors,

The study was a survey research based on 375 sample voters. Research tools were

questionnaires. Statistical analysis involved percentage difference, means, Chi Square and

analysis of variance (ANOVA) at 0.05 level of signiﬂcanbe. The findings were :

The most important reason of voting was that they wanted to support democracy. In

casting the ballot, they took into consideration a political party rather than an individual

candidate.

The relationships between factors and voting behavior were as follows :

Rate of voting in the municipal area is higher than that out of municipal area.



The following factors -- sense of political efficacy, civic responsibility, Palang
Dharma party preference, Democrat party preference, political interest, political knowledge,
election campaign reaction, political participation, money received in the election and
cost/benefit of voting related positively with the subjects’ voting.

Monthly expense and voting posed a negative ralaﬁionship.

Voters with higher level of political interest were able to decide for whom to vote
quicker than those with lower level of political interest.

In casting the ballot, voters with high family income and voters with Democrat party
preference took into consideration a political party rather than an individual candidate.

The relationships between socio-economic factors and other factors were as follows :

1) sex was related to election campaign reaction and attitude toward vote
buying ;

2) education was related to party preference, consideration of candidates
personality, political interest, political structure and organization knowledge, political
process knowledge, election campaign reaction, attitude toward vote buying and money
received in the election ;

3) occupation was related to political process knowledge and attitude toward
vote buying ;

4) monthly cxpense was related to cost/benefit of voting ;

5) mother s occupation was related to  political interest, political
participation, attitude toward vote buying and money received in the election ;

6) family income was related to party preference, political interest, general
political knowledge and political process knowledge ;

and 7) location is related to political interest.
